The Slovak Academy of Sciences and the entire Slovak scientific and academic
community is on the side of the Ukrainian nation and supports its heroic struggle for its freedom.
In our Academy you will always find reliable support and a real friend willing to help even in the
most difficult times. Glory to Ukraine!
